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On Tuesdayʼs work day (Dec. 21) Milon fished up our two new engineer cars.  One is now coupled to the work SW1500 and 
the other will be coupled to the GP40.  This will free up the first riding car from having the engineer ride on it and allow better 
passenger seating. The seats are on a swivels and Ross is planning to add a tool box behind each seat.

The second photo shows a method of using safety chains so that each car always has one attached and any car can be coupled to 
a�
side on the attached car.  This method was seen in use on Milonʼs last eastern railroad tour.

DECEMBER WORK DAYS AT THE TRACK

But he and Jack Friedman where inspecting the GP40 after engineers were experiencing 
lack of traction hauling people.  It was found that the drive shaft key was missing for 
the 1st universal joint.   It was noted by Milon that there should be the key at each end 
of the shaft but only one end should be secured in the universal joint so that there is 
some allowance for flexing during running.  The other end of the shaft has the key silver 
soldered - and it was still in good shape.  It was noticed that the key slot (where the key 
was missing ) was worn, so Ross will be making that fit correctly.  

Air now available to steaming bays with 
out the need to unlock the roundhouse.  A 
timer switch is now on the outside of the 
roundhouse to provide air as needed.   An 
electric valve acquired by Paul Clifton 
through a donation was added to the 
airline so that the manual valve did not 
need to be accessed.  The reason for 
having the air be controlled is to prevent 
the air compressor from running due to 
leaks in air chucks and pipes.  The timer 
box has the same combination as the gate 
locks.
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images of us in the park arena.  Also, park officials have asked 
that this not continue as well.  The SVLS has been requested to 
have all contacts with the Park Department come through me or 
my appointed representative.  Please work with this plan so we 
do not alienate those who do so much for us.

ROLLING STOCK AND OTHER EQUIPMENT

At the last board of Directors meeting, it was mentioned that 
four gondolas were not operational due to problems with the 
trucks.  As a result, approval was given to purchase two new pair 
of trucks.  Those cars will be operational soon and then we will 
address the plans for the other two.  

Several months ago, I mentioned that I had a goal of 
standardizing all of the equipment, such as trucks, so when some 
wear out or are damaged, we can easily switch in a new part 
without major modification.  It will take a long time for this to 
be fully realized but progress is being made.  As new trucks are 
needed, we use those made by Mountain Car.  Another goal of 
mine was “everything always works” and it was in this spirit that 
the new trucks were ordered.  If this keeps up, we will have fully 
operational equipment for members own use or for public hauling 
purposes.  No one likes to show up and find cars not functional, 
electrical not working or other needed services out of order.  
Great effort toward this goal has been made but, again, we could 
use your help in keeping up the facility and the equipment.  

MEMBERSHIP MEETING POSSIBLE CHANGE

Bill Yoder mentioned that he would like to have guest speakers 
or special presentations at our monthly meetings.  We have 
discussed this several times and several of us have agreed.  Bill 
will be working on some ideas for this and more will follow.

SAFETY RULES FOR THE 
MONTH
217.  Hand signals  may be 
given with the hand, fl ag or 
light, as follows: 
A.  “STOP” . . . swing at armʼs 

length down from the shoulders across  the track; 
any object waved violently on or near the track.
B.  “PROCEED” . . . Raised and lowered vertically
C. “BACK UP” .  . Swung vertically in circles across 
the track.
D.  “REDUCE SPEED” . . . Arms held horizontally 
with slight motion of  hand

403.  Dummy or solid type couplers shall 
be constructed so they operate with the 
standard working knuckle coupler. Coupler 
height shall conform to  I.B.L.S. standards.

404.  Couplers or drawbars between engine 
and engineers riding car, or between any 
combination of engine, riding car and fuel 
car shall be of a drawbar with lockpin 
type or equivalent that cannot become 
accidentally uncoupled nor disconnect any 
fuel lines in case of derailment.
