B.  Remain seated on the train until it returns to the station.
C.  Do not lean out nor reach for anything along the right-of-way 
while the train is in motion.
D.  Keep hand and feet inside the car at all times while  the train 
is in motion.
E.  Do not yell or scream while riding on the train,  except in an 
emergency.
F.  Anyone disobeying these rules may be asked to leave the 
facility.
