SAFETY RULES FOR THE MONTH
109. Cargo weight should be evenly distributed between the trucks of each car.

218. Engine whistle signals shall be used by the engineer whenever practical to give, ask for, or

acknowledge information about train movement. When double heading, the lead engine will give the whistle

signals when possible. The whistle shall not be used unnecessarily. The whistle is a signaling device and
should be used as such.

310. The Board of Directors may restrict or suspend from duty any operating personnel who consistently violates safety rules.
420. Car and truck bolsters shall be constructed to provide three or four point suspension for the car body. Side bearing

clearance shall allow trucks to swivel freely, and provide stability for the car body with maximum load shifting. Kingpins for un-
equalized trucks shall be loose enough to allow equalizing with respect to the car body.
