Safety rule for the Month
1.01 Speed Limit

No locomotive shall be operated at an excessive speed, and 
shall not be operated at a speed greater than that at which the 
locomotive and its train can be slowed and stopped within a 
reasonable distance, depending on the traffic, track conditions, 
visibility and weight of the train. Absolute maximum speed 
of any train shall be 7 mph. Maximum speed of 5 mph when 
transporting the general public. All engines must be run at 
reduced speeds in congested areas and in areas with close 
clearance, such as yards, stations, etc.
